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SIDEWALL:
Fasten sheathing/underlayment to wall (approximately 12” or 16” on center) using a 3/8” to 1” crown staple, or a 1” roofing nail.  The length of the staple should be the same as that used on the siding.  The “tacking” of the sheathing/underlayment to the studs is of no structural significance, rather, it holds the sheathing/underlayment until the siding can be installed, unitizing the wall system.

Care should be taken not to break the rigid sheathing/underlayment board.  If the sheathing/underlayment sustains a large cut or break, repair by placing masking tape, bottom board tape, duct tape, or tape similar to sheathing facer on the damaged area.

The physical properties of the board will be unaffected.

If required to seal below or above windows, any of the above listed tapes can be used.   Windows, doors, or other openings can be cut with a knife or routed.  All cuts can be made from either side of the sheathing/underlayment.

Prolonged exposure to sunlight can cause sheathing to develop a yellow dust along the exposed edge.  This will not affect physical properties of the sheathing.  The sheathing/underlayment can be used in manufactured housing wall systems with 5/16” and 3/8” gypsum or 5/32” lauan.

 ROOFING:
Apply the sheathing/underlayment on the roof following the same guidelines outlined above. The sheathing/underlayment can be used over ceilings of 5/16” or thicker gypsum.
